The laws of the State of Washington require any child eight (8) years of age and under eighteen (18) years of age, to attend the public school of the district in which the child resides unless released by “Choice Laws.”  Such child shall have the responsibility to attend full time when school is in session.  A student’s absence can only be “excused” by a parent phone call on the day of any absence or a note from the parent the day the student returns to school after any absence.
A student may be excused for being absent in the Wenatchee School District for the following reasons:

a. illness

b. death in the family

c. religious observance (pre-planned)

d. court appearance (pre-planned)

e. pre-arranged absence of educational value (pre-planned) that will not have a serious adverse effect on the student’s educational program

f. emergency or unusual situation that is unavoidable

Regular attendance in school increases your child’s chances of success at learning.  Legislative mandates require the Wenatchee School District to follow specific procedures when unexcused absences occur.  Our attendance records indicate that your child has 5 or more unexcused absences in this school year.  At this time, we are intending to file a petition with the Juvenile Court of Chelan County for intervention.  Please call 663-1248 (extension 228) to discuss what action will be taken.
